100% Mercerized Cotton Yarn 3mm,
Colors: flesh color for the skin (890)
669, Yellow (820) 100g, strong
cinnamon (843), white (801), tender
pink (827) and lilac (828)

2.5mm hook Yarn and 2.0mm
